Participation Fee: The FIT participation fee is $150. This due will be placed on your August University bursar bill. This fee is used to for
student activities during the year. Once we receive your signed agreement, we will notify Housing and Residential Life that your name
should be included for assignment to Village A (formerly CASNR Village).

Housing Contract: You must have a completed housing contract on file with Housing and Residential Life to be assigned to Village A
This is a requirement for all students who live on campus. Assignment in Village A and final placement in the FIT program will not be
made until the housing contract is on file with Housing and Residential life.

Cowboy Welcome Week (TBD): Participation in Cowboy Welcome Week and the associated FIT activities is highly recommended for all
students to attend. Cowboy Welcome Week is organized by OSU to assist students in becoming familiar with campus resources prior to
the first day of class.

Move In: Village A will be open for residents to move in on Tuesday, August 10 and Wednesday, August 11, 2021, 8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m.
Residents should be moved in and ready to participate in FIT and Cowboy Welcome Week activities by the end of the day on Wednesday.

Fall Class Enrollment: Registration for Summer and Fall 2021 New Student Orientation will open on February 1, 2021. Please visit the New
Student Orientation website to register.
